1. This application is to change the use of the subject property from one non-conforming
use to another non conforming use to wit: electrical company to sign company known as
Hampton Signs.

2. The subject property is owned by the applicant 424 North Sea Road, LLC.

3. The property is located at 424 North Sea Road (SCTM #0900-159.00-01.00-003.00) and
forms the intersection of North Sea Road and Majors Path.

4. The property is triangular in shape with 188 feet of road frontage on North Sea Road and
203 feet of road frontage on Majors Path. It contains 7,269 square feet of area.

5. ltislocated in the R-20 zoning district but has been continuously used commercially
since prior to the implementation of the 1957 zoning ordinance up until the present.

6. The property was originally occupied by a retail/wholesale beverage distributor called
Home Distributors which sold various sodas and beer. The existing building is
approximately 2,240 square feet and benefits from a Zoning Board of Appeals decision
No. 500 dated June 20, 1960, which granted front, side and rear yard variances to allow
the expansion of the pre-existing building (copy attached as Exhibit A) and, C of O No.
8073 was issued August 1971 (copy attached as Exhibit B).

7. Thereafter, pursuant to its authority under Southampton Town Code Section 330-
167(B)(3), the Zoning Board of Appeals by decision No. 7088 dated July 1985, granted a

change from one non-conforming use (retail/wholesale beverage) to storage, sale and



repair of small garden and lawn equipment (copy attached as Exhibit C) C of O No.
11664 dated March 7, 1988 was issued for that use (copy attached as Exhibit D).

8. Again, the Zoning Board of Appeals by decision No. D015100 dated July 20, 2019, in
addition to setback relief granted a change of one non-conforming use (storage, sale and
repair of small garden and lawn equipment) to electrical contractor (copy attached as
Exhibit E). C of C No. A191761 dated December 26, 2019 was issued for that use (copy
attached hereto as Exhibit F).

9. In addition to the foregoing, a site plan application was submitted to the Planning Board
in 2017.

10. The property has clearly been used commercially since prior to zoning up until today. No
abandonment has occurred as same is defined in Southampton Town Code Section 330-
118. Sean McDermott, in his capacity as Chief Building Inspector has certified to this
fact by letter dated April 27, 2023 (attached hereto as Exhibit G).

11. The proposed use of the premises as a sign company is not specifically listed, but in SIC
Code falls under 5099, other durable goods distribution or special trade contractors listed
in the Southampton Town Code Table of Uses and will be less intensive in terms of
impact on the surrounding properties and environmental impacts and, to that extent more
in line with the Town’s Comprehensive Plan, although not consistent therewith due to the
approved structures existing on the property which are not suitable for residential use.
There will be no spray painting of signs done on the premises.

12. The present use as well as the proposed use and the existing structures are consistent with
what the property would be entitled to if granted a change of zone, but an application for
a change of zone on this individual lot is not practicable.

FINDINGS AND DETERMINATION

Based upon the application and all the docunténts contained in the Board’s file and tl
testimony and evidence received at the publie-hi€arings, the Zoning Board of Appeals finds a
determines as follows: applicant requests relief from Town Code §330-167B(3) (specific types
variances) to allow a change from one nonconforming use to another, to wit, from a one-sto
building used for the sale, storage, and repair of small garden, lawn, and estate electrical a
gasoline powered equipment--to two special trade contractor offices for a plumber ar
electrician.

The subject premises consists of a parcel containing approximately 7,270.8 square feet
size and is located at 424 North Sea Road, Southampton, Town of Southampton. The premis
is located in an R-20 Zoning District, is identified as SCTM# 900-159-1-3, and
nonconforming. Applicant took title to the premises by deed dated September 8, 2014. TI
premises benefits from various ZBA decisions, most recently (i) ZBA Decision 7088 dated Ju
20, 1984, for a change from one nonconforming use --beverage sale distribution and storage,
another—the sale, storage and repair of small garden, lawn and estate electrical and gasoli
powered equipment; and (ii) Certificate of Occupancy No. C11664, dated March 7, 1988, for tl
afore-mentioned use. This Board classified the application as an.Unlisted Action ar
coordinated with the Southampton Town Planning Board pursuant to the State Environment
Quality Review Act (SERQA). This Board assumed Lead Agency and adopts a Negati
Declaration pursuant (SEQRA). Said Negative Declaration evidences that the proposed proje
will not result in any significant adverse environmental impacts.

At the public hearings on this matter, the applicant testified that the proposed thange
use will improve the character of the neighborhood, offering a less intensive use than what
allowed right now and will decrease the traffic flow. Ms. Fenchel testified that the improvemen
to the building and the cleaning up of the lot will enhance the immediate area. Ms. Fench
added that after vetting out various tenants with different uses, she has a tenant ready to move
if the use is approved, and has a site plan prepared. Christopher Matthew, the proposed tenar
testified that he and his partner own a generator business and testified that they will have offic:
in the front and storage/warehouse for materials in the back, adding that there is sufficie
parking at the site for the office and employees—and that the use will be less intensive than wh
exists there now. George Reister, concerned neighbor, testified that he wanted to make sure th
the premises is used properly, with parking and site plan issues addressed. This Board is
receipt of a Referral Report from the Planning Board dated June 11, 2015, stating that after



work session with the applicﬁnt, the Board has no objection to the proposed change in use. Tl
Board is also in receipt of a resolution adopted by the Planning Board dated July 9, 2015, stati
that the Planning Board relinquished Lead Agency to this Board.
